Thank you for your continued support of the mission of St. Patrick School. 
Your efforts in fundraising and volunteerism continue to exceed expectations 
and are vital to the excellent quality education your children receive here. 
 
We endeavor to reach the largest population by setting tuition lower than 
operating costs and rely on fundraising to bridge the gap between tuition 
revenues and actual operating costs. 
 
In the 2006 Ð 2007 school year, the cost of teacher salaries, textbooks and 
instructional materials, facility maintenance and scholarships exceeded 
tuition revenues by approximately $670 per student. 
 
It was through the following fund raising sources that we raised sufficient 
funds to bridge this gap, fund programs, purchase laptop computers for 
classroom use and remodel the Multi-purpose room.

Jamba Juice and after school ice cream sales raise funds to support the 
Drama Department and performing arts at Saint Patrick School.
